Research Cycle Ride.

Despite the appalling weather conditions
throughout the morning Selwyn and Dave
helped Raynet whilst mobile at various check-
points along the Cycle Route from Thornhill to
the coast road, the City Centre and back.

Considering Dave or Selwyn had never done
this before, their Raynet message handling
procedure was excellent.

A new Monday evening net is currently being
planned by Robert WQV using the new 70cm
repeater GB3MG. The repeater is in the final
stages of licensing and will be available for
testing very soon.

The frequencies for GB3MG will be 430.900
MHz RX and 438.500 MHz TX. This is a
+7.6Mhz shift wide split repeater, so you will
have to program your radio to do it as all UK
amateur 70cms equipment have the normal
1.6mhz shift. You should try this out soon in
readiness for when it becomes operational, just
in case you have problems later. GB3MG will
require either a 1750hz tone or 94.8Hz CTCSS
in order to access it.

Don't forget that the Wednesday evening net
at 7.30pm is still running as usual on the club
frequency of 145.275Mhz
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On the weekend of 26" to 28™ May the
Llanishen Scouts Glamboree was held
at Tredegar Park in Newport. A special
call sign GB1LSG was issued to mark
the occasion of 100 years since Baden
Powell held his first Scout camp on
Brownsea Island in 1907. Llanishen
Scouts asked the Highfields Club to
join them for an amateur radio activity
day in the fields of Tredegar House.

It was intended to demonstrate and possibly teach the use of
morse code to the scouts but due to unforeseen circumstances
this was not possible. Instead the scouts were given the oppor-
tunity to send their own greetings messages and a long queue
was soon in evidence outside the radio tent.
